The first couple days of the month we were able to travel to Mendoza for the annual National Conference.  It was a huge financial challenge because our rent and utilizes bill have increased to over U$d 2000!  God made a miracle happen.  In two weeks we were able to raise U$d 3000 enough to travel to Mendoza and while we were there God provided over U$d 4000 for us to return with very little debt to pay off.
     Building our altar was what we focused on as a mission during the conference.  Coming before God just as we are, broken and weak, allowing Him to recharge our batteries and take greater control of our lives.  We had 5 staff members choose to be baptized, “I choose to be a slave of Jesus Christ for the rest of my life!” they yelled before being immersed under water and coming up a new person.

)     The Discipleship Training School received an international speaker, Oswaldo Santin from El Salvador, who taught and ministered Inner Healing.  Each student was able to go deep into their hearts and recognize why they had many wrong concepts of God and of themselves, why they have certain attitudes and fears, and allow God heal the hurts and renew their minds.  This is an important part of the school because it helps students be free to minister to others during the outreach and in their daily lives.
     God has been present since we began construction over a year ago, providing for us every step of the way.  Every day for the last 15 months we have worked arduously building with what we had, and as we worked we’ve prayed with the hope that God will fulfill His Word.  GOD IS FAITHFUL.  We are expecting to receive a volunteer team from England this summer!  We are prayerfully waiting for the finances to put the roof on the main building, please help us pray for that!!  God continues to remind us to seek His Kingdom first, that everything else will be added to that.
     The Transformation Impact Ecuador team is now in Babahoyo, Ecuador preparing for the January-February 2012 project.  They are currently making contacts with the different churches in the city and are confronting a lot of denominational disunity.  Please help us pray for the church in Babahoyo, that they would unite as one for the extension of the Kingdom.
